THEME: Nature, Insects, Problem Solving, Resilience
SONG: “Picky Spider”
DURATION: 1 week integration in English, Science, Art & PSHE/SEL lessons

Target Words: spider, web, crawl, window, spin, rest, morning, evening, weave, removed, tiny, caught
Activities: - Match word to picture - Mime verbs: crawl, spin, rest, weave - Label body parts of a spider and parts of a web
Curriculum Link: Vocabulary building – Word recognition and usage

Objective: Improve phonological awareness and comprehension
Instructions: - Listen to the song and fill in missing words - Highlight verbs and nouns with different colours
Curriculum Link: Listening for key language - Listening comprehension and word recall

Objective: Understand story flow and order of events
Instructions: - Put cards in correct order (crawl, spin, rest, gone, rebuild) - Retell the story orally or write short captions

Objective: Foster creative writing and problem solving
Prompt: - One day, my web was gone! I felt . I decided to …

ACTIVITY 6: Art – Spiderweb Craft
Objective: Apply fine motor skills and artistic expression
Instructions: - Use yarn, string, or markers to build a web - Add Picky Spider to the centre with glue or velcro
Curriculum Link: Collage - Visual Arts – Texture and design exploration
